Center wins grant from Knight Foundation

Colby and the Goldfarb Center have just been awarded a three-year grant for $246,612 from the John S. and James L. Knight Foundation; the grant is to be used to improve news literacy among liberal arts students.  The Center program will include bringing three Visiting Lovejoy Journalists in Residence to the campus each year for the next three years; each visitor will give a public lecture, speak in classes, meet with aspiring journalists, and informally meet with students, all with the goal of developing the journalistic themes raised by our annual Lovejoy Fellow.  In addition, under the terms of the grant Colby and the Center will offer an annual Jan Plan course on Journalistic Literacy; in conjunction with the course, we will develop a digital resource center with a blog, podcasts of Lovejoy award winners’ lectures, a web forum, video clips, and course materials.  Finally, the Center will be awarding three summer internships annually, to students interested in pursuing careers in journalism.  We are very excited about this new initiative and grateful to the Knight Foundation for their generous support.

On Sunday, April 6, the Center will host the Morton A. Brody Distinguished Judicial Service Award program.  The program will begin at 3:30 in the afternoon with a panel in the Ostrove Auditorium of the Diamond Building on “The Conflict Between Protected Civil Liberties and Government Intrusion in a Time of Terrorist Threats.”  Chief U.S. District Court Judge George Z. Singal from the District of Maine, will moderate a discussion among Professor James Friedman of the University of Maine Law School, ABC News’s Supreme Court correspondent Jan Crawford Greenburg, and U.S. District Court Judge Margaret Morrow from the Central District of California.
 
At 7:30 that evening, also in Ostrove Auditorium, President Adams will confer the Brody Award and a Colby honorary degree to U.S. District Judge Leonie M. Brinkema of the Eastern District of Virginia.  Judge Brinkema presided over the trial of Zacarias Moussaoui, the so-called 20th 9/11th terrorists, demonstrating for the world to see that even a terrorist implicating in the most heinous crime could receive a fair trial in the United States.  Judge Brinkema was chosen for the award by a committee chaired by Chief Judge Singal, for exhibiting the same qualities of “integrity, compassion, humanity, and judicial craftsmanship” that marked Judge Brody’s distinguished career.
