The Goldfarb Center is pleased to host the 57th annual Colby Institute for Leadership on Friday, March 14. This year’s program focuses on ways individuals, municipal and state government, and local organizations and businesses can work together with national and international leaders to generate innovative, practical, and sustainable solutions to climate change while saving and even making money.
 
This is an exciting year for the Institute, which last year became a program of the Goldfarb Center for Public Affairs and Civic Engagement. The Goldfarb Center is working to strengthen the connection between the Institute and the academic mission of the College. This year’s Institute is linked to Colby Professor of Science, Technology and Society James Fleming's course Climate Change, History and Pubic Policy.  Partnering with the state, city, non-profit organizations, and private industry, Professor Fleming’s students are helping to develop the morning’s information sessions and working to support efforts of Central Maine to become a leader in sustainability.

Following the keynote address, a networking session will feature exhibits with examples of the ways people, businesses, and communities can become more sustainable and climate-friendly.  Representatives of participating organizations and Professor Fleming’s students will be on hand to share information, resources, and answer questions.  
 
The Institute concludes with the Governor’s Awards Luncheon.  Governor John Baldacci will speak and will present the 2008 Governor’s Awards for Business Excellence to Maine companies that have demonstrated a consistently high level of commitment to their community, their employees, and to manufacturing or service excellence.

By convening diverse representatives of major private and public interests, this conference aims to encourage thoughtful discussion about the long-term future of Northern Maine and provides a “big picture” look at the parties and institutions that will shape it.  Recent decades have witnessed accelerating changes in land ownership, the forest products industry, conservation and public access in Maine's Unorganized Territory. More than 90% of the state's 17.7 million acres of forestland are in private ownership, mostly in the northern part of the state. State regulatory and zoning authority over the unorganized territories has led to contentious disputes among owners, gateway communities, the state government, and conservation groups.
