The Goldfarb Center and the Colby Museum of Art are cooperating in a joint venture to assure that students enrolled in courses with a civic engagement component create an exhibition in the museum’s Teaching Gallery.  The goal of this new program is to increase the number of courses that use the Museum’s collections and exhibition spaces to teach Colby students across a broad range of disciplines while, at the same time, engaging students in activities that serve the educational needs of local school children and the general public.
