Review of a Chinese Artist's Webpage 

Chapter Six in The Art of Writing About Art discusses exhibition reviews. Read that chapter before beginning work on your paper.

This paper will be a review, not of an exhibition (because Waterville is not yet New York), but of an artist's online presence. Your review, in addition to surveying the contents of the site, should evaluate it. Often, posing questions will provoke more thought and make your review more interesting. Consider, for instance, some of the following,
· How do Chinese artists respond to their own past, while also taking advantage of new technologies and new modes of representation and expression that they now have available?

· What does it mean to be an “Asian” or a “Chinese” artist in the world of globalization, industrialization, commercialization, etc.? 

· Postmodern art usually appropriates something from an earlier or different culture. What does postmodernism mean in the Chinese context?
