a) HFAC – finished our proposal last Thursday; meeting with Kim K. this coming Thursday. We’ll bring the proposal to the informal meeting this coming Sunday

Committee Reports:
1) AAC – Katie

a) AAC has mostly been focusing on JanPlan. Last year the Trustees gave AAC the job of reforming JanPlan because folks have said that they just ski and party – campus “shuts down.” Desire to refocus on academics and JanPlan’s roots of independent studies and whatnot. What are your thoughts? What should be kept? What should be changed?

i) Leonard: From an athlete’s perspective it’s nice to have a time to focus more on athletics because there is less academic pressure

ii) West: A time to diversify studies; a great way to connect with other aspects of liberal arts

iii) Coburn: Like the independent study or internship idea; think that it maybe should be required all 4 years

iv) 2012-Laura: Quality of classes didn’t seem up to par last year – probably because normal faculty don’t stay. Merit hiring outside folks – maybe diversify and enrich offered classes to keep it from being a waste of time

v) CA Rep: Reiterated Leonard rep’s ideas. Enrich outside academic opportunities too

vi) Averill: Not enough incentive to broaden your horizons currently – it’s hard for folks to do what they want given that some classes are graded and others aren’t

vii) Taylor: Doing an internship in DC – it’s the best time to do an unpaid internship

viii) 2011-Athul: Revamping some classes, believe that some are a “waste of time.” Some classes are much more difficult than others; address the imbalance and beef up “easy A” classes

ix) 2010-Kaggie: Things are shut down so the campus is at a lull. Add other academic experiences, Campus Life planned events. If there are things that people are interested in, I think that it would be beneficial

x) 2011-Leslie: Create incentive for popular professors to stay on campus during JanPlan

xi) Marriner: To 2011-Athul’s point: some people might be looking for an easy month to clear their mind given rigorous fall and spring semesters: need to value this

xii) Go-Ho: Make it easier for people to do internships during JanPlan especially abroad internships. Look into making more classes graded—people don’t set the bar high when they’re just looking to pass: think about distribution requirements

xiii) West: Workshop events-some are well attended and others aren’t: enhance these

xiv) Webmaster: Most other schools have a much longer winter break – it seems unrealistic for students to come back a few days after New Years ready to more especially hard

xv) Off-Campus: 

(1) I concur with the Webmaster – not a winter break but it can give you an opportunity to relax

(2) Mandated internships might be a logistical nightmare—students might accept internships because they’re required; pushing people to settle for what they don’t want

xvi) Coburn: Make one JanPlan at your discretion to be either an Independent Study or Internship

xvii) President: Make certain majors required to have an internship as a graduation requirement – take JanPlan as an opportunity to complete the internship

xviii) Katie: Comment on 2012-Laura’s comment on professors. Some people believe that visiting professors don’t require as much work; share your thoughts? What are your thoughts on faculty members sponsoring independent studies?

(1) Marriner: took a very difficult class with a lawyer from Waterville

(2) Williams: Personal experience with a visiting professor was interesting and difficult

(3) 2012-Laura: would like to see more classes with Colby professors

(4) Taylor: Seems like it’s hard to throw a blanket statement on this – personal experience with a visiting professor was rewarding

(5) AMS: science students work hard under faculty; not sure about other students
