other MISCELLANEOUS Things you should know:
BILL PAYMENT:

As most of you have figured out by now, running a house can be a full time job. One way to make it simpler and more enjoyable for all is to split up the monthly costs among roommates. This way each person is responsible for a single bill and makes for simple on-time payments. Make sure you are aware of when your bills are due, and do not miss that deadline.
WHEN THE SNOW COMES:

While we’ve all put up with the onslaught of winter there are a couple of need to know aspects concerning off campus living.  First, buy a snow shovel or two!  It is important to remember to shovel your sidewalk in front of your house and outside next to the street.  It is a hazardous liability for you if you don’t and you can be prosecuted.  This is your responsibility and PPD won’t be there to do it for you.  
Second, as it begins to get colder please be advised about the possibility of frozen pipes. This is a constant concern for those of you living in older houses with antiquated plumbing systems. No one wants to learn after coming back from vacation that their pipes froze and they have to clean up the mess. Fortunately, there is an easy way to avoid this type of disaster by either filling your heating tank before you leave or setting up an automatic delivery system with your provider.  In any case it is the small things that can be easily overlooked or forgotten so please remember to include both in your house plan.
TRASH COLLECTION:

Find out from your landlord when your trash gets collected, and be sure you put it out.

Be respectful of your neighbors – make sure you keep your lawn cleaned up.  No beer cans!
RECYCLING:

Unfortunately Waterville does not collect recycling which means it is up to you to get it to the right place. The recycling center is located on Industrial St. near the second Waterville exit. From the center of town follow Main St. towards I-95, take a right on Armony Rd. and then an immediate left onto Industrial St. The Center is located about a ¼ mile down the road. 
Hannaford’s is also a great place to take your recycling– they have machines where you can put your cans and plastic bottles, but they also collect paper, plastic, cardboard and glass.

NEIGHBORS:
