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Selected Periodical Indexes for journal articles (primary and secondary literature)

accessible through Colby Library’s Indexes page http://www.colby.edu/library/research/indexes/:

· Academic Search Premier - Good general purpose index. Multidisciplinary. Beware of popular and newspaper articles however. Select button for SCHOLARY JOURNALS to eliminate them.
· Environmental Issues and Policy Index- Global perspective; wide range of topics.

· Web of Science – Science and social science citations to primary literature. Unique feature includes ability to “link forward” from a key paper: see who has more recently cited an important paper. You MUST LOGOUT of this index when you are done!

· Science Direct - Full-text access to selected scientific, technical, and medical publishers. Broad coverage is also given to interdisciplinary topics in the social sciences.

NOTE: Don’t use QUICK SEARCH. Select the SEARCH tab at top of screen to make search more specific. Additional tab for SCIRUS will search authoritative web sites.
· PAIS International – Citations to articles, books, reports, and government documents. Covers interdisciplinary topics including economic, political, social, and policy issues from local to international level.
· CIAO (Columbia International Affairs Online) – Full-text research articles, policy briefs, case studies, links to authoritative web sites for national and international affairs.
Ask one of the professional reference librarians in Miller or Science for help when you get stuck!
