As a SCA-NH Parks environmental educator, you’ll be based in either Monadnock State Park, home of the world’s second most climbed mountain or Franconia Notch State Park, infamous for the former Old Man of the Mountain. Each park is renowned for its beautiful scenery, geological interests, and ample outdoor recreation opportunities. Training/Educational opportunities: Wilderness First Aid, environmental interpretation, educational program development, educational materials development, presenting information to the public.

(5) NYS Office of Parks, Recreation, and Historic Preservation – Rockland Lake State Park Nature Center, Environmental Educator, Position code: HVFIVE2-1
June-August 
At Rockland Lake State Park Nature Center, you’ll work on exhibit design and construction, as well as developing Environmental Education Programs and curriculum with the Full Time Environmental Educator at Trailside Museums & Wildlife Center. This facility is on the shore of Rockland Lake in Rockland Lake State Park. Historically, it was an extremely popular attraction for visitors to the State Park and at one time had a small animal collection. The Nature Center re-opened July 2003 after being closed for almost 4 years. Currently, display cases have natural and cultural history exhibits. The surrounding nature trails have been reopened for public use –Hundreds of visitors go past the gates daily. Responsibilities include: This position will organize, publicize and lead nature walks, do nature programs with camp groups, develop and produce new exhibits for display, and work with volunteers to maintain the facility as a center for environmental education in Rockland Lake State Park.
