CSP develops innovative approaches for conservation planning at large scales and aids in the implementation of those approaches around the world. Within CSP, a small team of people focuses on a variety of freshwater projects, with a strong emphasis on the integration of hydrological and biological information. The intern will work with the staff hydrologist to assist in the development of continental drainage direction maps; identify and apply suitable hydrologic software tools for various WWF projects; support the development, adaptation, and documentation of customized software tools that integrate hydrologic functionalities in a standard GIS environment; and assist in training and dissemination of tools and approaches of conservation hydrology to WWF staff.

GIS INTERNSHIPS

The Spatial Analysis Lab at the Smithsonian Conservation & Research Center (CRC) is seeking interns, to start immediately. The Lab focuses on developing remote sensing and Geographic Information Systems (GIS) applications to conservation problems (http://nationalzoo.si.edu/ConservationAndScience/ConservationGIS). Projects include: 1. Assessing land cover change through remote sensing for the ranges of endangered species, with special focus on protected areas within these ranges.2. Using GIS to map habitat for endangered species at different spatial scales. Currently we are working on Asian elephants, giant pandas, clouded leopards, maned wolves, Mongolian gazelles, and others.3. Training of wildlife management professionals in application of GPS, GIS and remote sensing to every-day management. Interns will assist in the GIS/remote sensing aspects of these projects, enter data, help with training courses, and assist with everyday lab management. We seek interns with a good knowledge of computers, Windows operating systems, standard office software, and basic knowledge of GIS (preferably ArcView or ARC/INFO). Additional experience with remote sensing, ERDAS Imagine (or other image processing software), Adobe Photoshop, or GPS are a plus. The internship covers a stipend and housing. Biological Field Technicians (8 seasonal positions available)

In 2004, we are hiring 8 seasonal biologists to conduct field work on the Valles Caldera National Preserve (VCNP). These 8 seasonal biologists will be selected for one of three field teams: a forestry team that will measure fuel quantities in the forests of the VCNP; a botany team that will measure plant communities and primary production (generally in the VCNP grasslands, with some forest sites); and a zoology team that will conduct projects involving both vertebrates (primarily mammals) and invertebrates (terrestrial insects) throughout the VCNP. Information about the VCNP can be viewed on the Internet at: http://www.vallescaldera.gov/ Dates: May 17 through August 20, with opportunities to extend through October, 2004.Location: Valles Caldera National Preserve, New Mexico, USA.Duties: The biological field technicians are responsible for conducting research, inventory and monitoring projects on the Valles Caldera National Preserve, with studies involving both plant and animal distribution, natural history and abundance. The following are key duties and roles expected of the biological field technicians:1. Under the direction of the Preserve Scientist and staff botanist and zoologist, the biological field technicians will conduct field sampling of biotic and abiotic resources as part of the Trust's research, inventory and monitoring programs. Studies conducted by the biological field technicians may include both floral populations and distributions (includes trees, shrubs, forbs, grasses, algae, fungi and lichens) and faunal populations and distributions (mammals, birds, reptiles, amphibians, fish, and a wide variety of invertebrates). Studies also will require sampling and assessment of abiotic habitat variables.2. Assist with implementing logistical aspects of field and laboratory studies.3. Participate in training for field sampling procedures and safety protocols.4. Ensure high data quality during field sampling activities.5. Conduct data entry for research projects.6. Prepare voucher specimens for museum reference collections.7. Interact with public groups (private citizens, non-governmental organizations, school classes) during public outreach and educational activities.8. Assist with other VCT management and recreational programs as needed.Minimum Qualifications:1. Associate's Degree or at least 2 years of university/college classwork in an applicable field of natural science (e.g., Biology, Botany, Zoology, Entomology, Wildlife Science, Forestry Science, Range Management, etc.).2. Ability to conduct field research, inventory and/or monitoring studies in plant and animal ecology.3. Identification skills and natural history knowledge of Southwestern U.S. flora and fauna.4. Ability to prepare, document, and archive botanical and zoological specimens for museum reference collections.5. Ability to use GPS equipment.6. Ability to interact with the public in educational activities concerning natural resources.
