The Beginning with Habitat Program at the Department of Conservation’s Maine Natural Areas Program (MNAP) is seeking a Conservation Outreach Intern. Beginning With Habitat Project Background

Beginning with Habitat is a habitat-based approach to assessing wildlife and plant conservation needs and opportunities.  The goal of the program is to maintain significant habitat to support all native plant and animal species currently breeding in Maine by providing each Maine town with a collection of maps and accompanying information depicting and describing various habitats of statewide and national significance found in the town.  Along with the delivery of the data in both digital and hard copy formats, technical assistance in the understanding and use of the information is being provided.

Position Description. The intern will assist with:

· Distributing Beginning with Habitat maps and GIS data to towns, land trusts, etc.

· Creating wetland characterization and SPOT (10m panchromatic imagery) maps in ArcView

· Tracking the distribution of information in a database

· Developing technical assistance materials for specific species and habitats of management concern in Maine

· Preparation of presentation materials

· Transcribing information about the location and status of rare plants and natural communities

· Entering ecological information into computer files and GIS

· Assisting with special projects as needed

Desired Knowledge and Skills: It is desired that the intern will have the following skills or comparable experience:

· Strong organizational skills and meticulous attention to detail

· Biological/botanical background

· Strong computer skills

· Knowledge of GIS, ArcView 3.2, and/or Microsoft Access is highly desirable

Adventures Cross-Country (based in California) is looking for a few more naturalists to lead our environmental education trips this summer. In addition to wilderness trips for teenagers, Adventures Cross Country offers 14-day environmental education trips for fifth and sixth graders in California and Hawaii. These trips focus on natural history, cultural history, leadership, local environmental issues, and the formation of constructive group dynamics. The itineraries include a mixture of day hiking, meetings with park rangers and inter preters, visits to historical sites, visits to state and national parks, and various outdoor activities such as swimming, rock climbing, horseback riding, and surfing. These trips are educational trips and not wilderness programs. On average, there is one night of camping for every four nights of indoor sleeping arrangements. The trip Naturalist will be the primary person responsible for the education and safety of a group of up to 13 students for the duration of the 14-day trips. The Naturalist will teach natural and cultural history, provide educational and engaging activities for trip participants, and help to facilitate positive group dynamics through games and initiatives. The Naturalist will also be responsible for teaching outdoor camping skills and working as part of the cooking team when meals are prepared for the group. Finally, the Naturalist will also be responsible for ensuring the safety of the group, enforcing company policies, and making certain that the trips run as smoothly as possible. Applicants must have experience in the outdoors, be at least 21 years of age, possess strong teaching backgrounds or backgrounds in the natural sciences, as well as experience working with children in educational settings (as teachers, naturalists, counselors, coaches, or educators). Applicants must also be certified in Wilderness First Aid (we will offer a course in late May if you are not already certified).
